Regarding LMF Routing ID IE in the NRPPa transport messages defined in TS 38.413, RAN3 has agreed to the attached CRs which clarify that the maximum length of the Routing ID IE is 16 octets, referring to the value of NfInstanceId defined in TS 29.571.

The definition of the NF Instance ID IE is encoded as specified in 3GPP TS 29.571 and refer to RFC4122, i.e. hexadecimal with hyphen:

urn:uuid:f81d4fae-7dec-11d0-a765-00a0c91e6bf6

The length of the NF Instance ID is defined in R3-231913 and R3-231914 as 16 octets, which is not enough to contain the complete string encoding as above. The NF Instance ID field shall be encoded as a binary integer value contains the value part (without hyphen) of the NF Instance ID.

CT4 respectfully asks RAN3 and SA2 to take the above information into account.
