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1. Overall Description:
CT4 is working on the stage 3 for the eNSAC work item. 

CT4 would like clarifications from SA2 on the following question regarding the new requirement on the maximum number of UEs with at least one PDU Session/PDN Connection and/or maximum number of PDU Session.

· Is it expected that the SMF/SMF+PGW-C requires to triggers 2 requests, one for NumOfUEsUpdate and one for NumOfPDUsUpdate, to check the number of UEs with at least PDN connection and the max number of PDUs or only one request to check both criteria?
· Whether the NF service consumer of NSACF shall know based on which criteria the NSACF for specific S-NSSAI shall update the number of UEs (i.e., the number of registered UE or the number of UE with at least PDU session/PDN connection) and be able to subscribe to the corresponding event to be notified when any of potential limit is reached for S-NSSAI?
