Conclusions of Solutions for Key Issue#1
The following principles are concluded for KI#1.
1.	The NF shall indicate supporting for Shareable Data feature.
2.	For Shareable Data at NF Set level, the following principles apply:
-	Configuration and storage of shared NF set profile: A separate shared NF Set profile containing the shared data among NF instances in the NF set is identified by one or more shared data identities as described in solution 2 with option A and solution 8.
-	Registration of NF profile containing shared NF set profile: An NF within the NF set only registers the shared data identities of shared NF set profile in its NF profile to the NRF. If the NRF finds the corresponding shared NF set profile is not available in the NRF, it triggers the procedure for the shared NF set profile registration in the NRF, as described in solution 2 with option A or solution 5.
Editor’s Note:	It is FFS how to update the shared NF set profile in the NRF, if the shared NF set profile changes.
-	NF profile retrieval/discovery: Upon the NF profile retrieval/discovery from a NF service consumer, the NRF returns the NF profile containing the shared data ID(s) of the shared NF set profile. An NF service consumer can retrieve the shared NF set profile from the NRF separately, as described in solution 2 with alternative 2.
-	Subscription/Notification to NF profile change: Only one piece of NF set profile change subscription request is sent from multiple NFs in the same NF set to the NRF and then only one piece of NF profile change notification is sent from the NRF as described in solution 8, if such feature is supported.
3.	For data sharing at multiple NFs level, the following principles apply:
