Solutions addressing key issue #2 are solution #6 and solution #10. Both solutions propose to allow the NRF to simplify discovery response messages sent to NF consumers in a foreign PLMN. While solution #10 does not take the identity of the foreign PLMN into account when simplifying the discovery response message, solution #6 allows the possibility to base the simplification on policy rules per source PLMN or group of source PLMNs.
In addition, solution #6 avoids any impact to NF consumers, while solution #10 adds a simplification indication to discovery responses allowing the NF consumer to optionally perform additional processing logic.
Furthermore, solution #6 can be implemented in TS 29.510 by a simple note clarifying that discovery response messages may contain a simplified NFProfile transparent and without impact to the NF consumer, where the simplification is based on NRF operator policies. On the other hand, solution #10 requires protocol extensions and the need to specify the optional processing logic at the NF consumer.

8.2	Conclusion of Solutions for Key Issue#2
Based on the evaluation of solutions for key issue #2 (see clause 7.2) it is recommended to adopt solution #6 as basis for normative work. Whether or not solution #6 shall be restricted to a common simplification policy for all foreign PLMNs or shall allow different policies for different foreign PLMNs (or groups of foreign PLMNs) may depend on identified use cases, can be left to implementations, and does not require standardization.
Protocol extensions to add a simplification indication to discovery response messages, and NF consumer’s optional processing logic specification to react on such indication as proposed by solution #10 may be ffs based on identified use cases.
