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1. Overall Description:
CT4 thanks GSMA 5GMRR for their LS on N32-f N32-c correlation asking recommendations on how correlation between the N32-c and N32-f connections should be achieved. 

As defined in 3GPP TS 29.573, when using TLS security, an N32-c context is set up at the SEPPs after the Security Capability Exchange procedure is finalized. It defines the security capability that is mutually agreed and effective between the cSEPP and the pSEPP. 
CT4 agrees that correlation between N32-c connection and N32-f TLS connections is necessary and has agreed the attached CR correcting this gap.
