	CR#0087 of TS 23.586 was agreed to update the PLMNs authorized for Ranging/SL Positioning services as following:
-	the list of the PLMNs authorized for Ranging/SL Positioning services, including:
-	the list of the PLMNs where the UE is authorised for Ranging/SL Positioning operation over PC5 reference point.
-	the list of the PLMNs where the UE is authorised for Ranging/SL positioning service with Direct Discovery Model A, i.e. to announce or monitor or both.
-	the list of the PLMNs where the UE is authorised for Ranging/SL positioning service with Direct Discovery Model B, i.e. to perform Discoverer operation or Discoveree operation or both.
-	the list of the PLMNs where the UE is authorised to act as a Located UE.
-	the list of the PLMNs where the UE is authorised to act as a SL positioning server UE.
-	the list of the PLMNs where the UE is authorised to act as a SL positioning client UE.

The related stage3 is supposed to be aligned.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	Update the RangingSlPosAllowed to support the PLMNs where the UE is authorised to act as a Located UE/SL positioning server UE/SL positioning client UE

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	Misalignment with stage2 and the PLMNs where the UE is authorised to act as a Located UE/SL positioning server UE/SL positioning client UE separately is not supported.

	Description

	"PC5"
	It indicates that the user is allowed to perform Ranging/SL positioning service over PC5 in the corresponding PLMN.

	"ANNOUNCE"
	It indicates that the user is allowed to announce in the corresponding PLMN for Ranging/SL positioning service with Direct Discovery Model A.

	"MONITOR"
	It indicates that the user is allowed to monitor in the corresponding PLMN for Ranging/SL positioning service with Direct Discovery Model A.

	"DISCOVERER"
	It indicates that the user is allowed to perform discoverer operation in the corresponding PLMN for Ranging/SL positioning service with Direct Discovery Model B.

	"DISCOVEREE"
	It indicates that the user is allowed to perform discoveree operation in the corresponding PLMN for Ranging/SL positioning service with Direct Discovery Model B.

	"LOCATED_UE"
	It indicates that the user is allowed to act as Located UE for Ranging/SL positioning service.

	It indicates that the user is allowed to act as SL positioning server UE for Ranging/SL positioning service.

	"SL_CLIENT_UE"
