If a network slice is detected as not available (e.g. due to slice congestion or operational disable the slice), the NF Service Consumer (i.e. AMF) shall use this procedure to release the PDU session associated to the unavailable network slice. Such handling of PDU session release may also happen in network slice replacement procedure (see clause 4.3.3.3 of 3GPP TS 23.502 [3]) when the AMF determines the existing PDU session cannot serve the current used alternative S-NSSAI.
The requirements specified in clause 5.2.2.3.1 shall apply with the following modifications.
1.	Same as step 1 of Figure 5.2.2.3.1-1, with the following modifications.
The POST request shall contain:
-	the release IE set to true;
-	the cause IE set to S_NSSAI_CONGESTION or REL_DUE_TO_SLICE_NOT_AVAILABLE;
-	optionally the skipN2PduSessionResRelInd IE with the value "true" to skip RAN resources release for the PDU session, e.g. for a PDU session with active UP associated with a slice that is no longer available after a handover.
