CN 4 would like to ask T2 to consider of the following points:

· Diameter Application Identifier:

Whilst allocating AVP Codes for the MM10 Interface 3GPP TS 29.140, CN4 noted that there is no Diameter Application Identifier assigned for the MM10 Interface.  CN4 would like to inform T2 that an application to IANA for a 3GPP specific application identity for the MM10 Interface has been made.  
· MSISDN:
Whilst allocating AVP Codes for the MM10 Interface 3GPP TS 29.140, CN4 noted that the Diameter AVP Code allocated for the MSISDN AVP in the aforementioned specification is assigned the incorrect Diameter AVP Code.  3GPP TS 29.140 assigns this number as 3GPP specific Diameter AVP Code value 101 where as 3GPP TS 29.230 assigns the 3GPP specific Diameter AVP Code value as 701.  CN4 advises T2 to update 3GPP TS 29.140 accordingly.
· Served-User-IMSI:
In regards to the T2 request for the 3GPP specific Diameter allocation code for Served-User-IMSI, CN4 informs T2 that the 3GPP specific Diameter AVP Code previously assigned for the 3GPP-IMSI in 3GPP TS 29.061 may be reused.  Whilst the request from T2 for the aforementioned AVP was for an AVP with the value type of "OctetString", CN4 advises T2 to consider the currently defined AVP code for 3GPP-IMSI defined as the value type "UTF8String".  
For this reason, CN4 has not allocated a 3GPP specific Diameter AVP code for Served-User-IMSI and request that T2 consider the reuse of 3GPP-IMSI as defined in 3GPP TS 29.140.
