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Please find below my summary of the CT4 related highlights from the CT#28 and SA#28 plenaries.  

CT work organization: 

· All CT WGs have revised their ToR and all were approved

· OMA has become active in their role in MMS spec review on bearer agnostic part of 23.140.

· Specification responsibilities between CT WGs were adjusted based on CP-050169

· All WGs will have chairs and vice chairs election in their next full meetings in August 2005

New WIDS approved by CT:

· CT4; LCS enhancements related to location-based services; CP-050240

· CT6; ISIM enhancements; CP-050145

Revised WIDS approved by CT:

· CT1; Improvements of VGCS in public networks for parallel use of services; CP-050053

· CT1; WID for Combining CS and IMS services & Capability Detection mechanism; CP-050055

CR related issues:
Based on a incoming LS from GERAN the CRs (CP-050099) on "Full RANAP support of network initiated SCUDIF" which are based on a new BSSAP message are approved.
All CRs agreed by CT4#27 are approved (some with editorials) by the plenary. 

CT has sent an LS to TISPAN to inform TISPAN about the agreed Mn interface Profile.
This time we had a couple of company contributions such as:

· The CRs on 29.232 on Codec IE and Codec List on the Mc interface were revised and approved (CP-050246, CP-050247). The release 6 version is enhanced related to text encoding (CP-050258).

· A CR on 23.003 on W-APN Definition is revised due to an incoming LS from GSM-IREG (CP-050197)
· A CR on 29.060 on PS handover (CP-050151) is approved 

· A CR on 29.140 on outdated reference to the XML schema (CP-050183) is approved
The company contributions on PS handover related to specifications in the remit of CT1 specifications are referred to CT1. PS handover is seen as a Release 6 issue. 

Release 6 is closed for new functionalities. Only category F and A CRs are allowed. The working groups should apply to the FASMO Rules for Release 6. 

CT plenary has agreed some exceptions for Release 6:
· For CT1: Adding Client Provisioning Application Characteristics to Rel-6 Version of TS 24.167 (IMS Managed Object)

· For CT3: Gx Protocol for Flow Based Charging

· For CT1: PS handover

· For CT5: Putting WDSL code back to Rel-6 OSA specs

CT3 has sent an LS to CT and CT4 on "on use of the Auth-Application-Id AVP" (CP-050111). Change requests which incorporate the proposed solution by CT3 in their specifications are approved by plenary.

SA plenary:
SA3 has agreed a draft version of TR “Liberty Alliance and 3GPP Security Interworking: Interworking of Liberty Alliance ID-FF, ID-WSF and Generic Authentication Architecture”.

SA5 has requested an extension for Release 6 for WLAN charging.
