Justification

WLAN 3GPP IP Access allows 3GPP WLAN UEs to establish connectivity with External IP networks, such as 3G operator networks, corporate Intranets or the Internet via the 3GPP system.
WLAN 3GPP IP Access has the concept that existing 3GPP PS based services shall be supported via WLAN access. This requirement already exists in TS 23.234 Rel-6 sub-clause 5.1.4, as follows:

· Access to 3GPP PS based services shall be provided via WLAN. The interworking architecture shall provide IP connectivity to be able to support all 3GPP PS based services.
However, the standardization of Intranet/ISP access with some authentication scheme (e.g. PAP/CHAP) is missing from the 3GPP WLAN Interworking as per Rel-6.

This WI provides the Private network access from WLAN 3GPP IP Access.
