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Please find below my summary of the CT4 related highlights from the CT#29 and SA#29 plenary.  

CT work organization: 

All of the CT working groups have elected their officials and are completely installed after the recent re-arrangement of TSG CN and TSG T to TSG CT.
New WIDS approved by CT:

· Study of a Short Message Service Centre for MT SMS (3GPP TR 23.840)
· Private Network access from WLAN 3GPP IP Access
· Voice Call Continuity
· Multimedia interworking between IMS and CS networks
Revised WIDS approved by CT:

· Multimedia Resource Function Controller (MRFC) - Multimedia Resource Function Processor (MRFP) Mp Interface
Until there is no parent feature for stage 2 for release 7 the WID is agreed as a standalone feature.
CR related issues:
All CRs agreed at the last CT4 meeting are approved by the plenary, some of them with editorial changes. It was questioned if all the Mc interface related CRs for earlier releases are real essential.
The proposal on Addressing for the Generic Access Network regarding the new sub-domain name was accepted by GSMA.
SA plenary:
SA1 has got the task to take the TISPAN Supplementary Service work and analyse this from the 3GPP requirements viewpoint. 

SA1 has asked for exception to continue the work on release 7 on the following issues:

· IMS Service brokering (follow-up of OSA service brokering) 

· eCall requirements
· Network selection principles 
· Study on Videotelephony teleservice
IMS application IOT. The discussion was held in a joint session RAN-CT no conclusion at that reached. The discussion was restarted at SA. There was general agreement in the industry for the need for IOT and the main question for TSG SA to answer was whether 3GPP needs to play a part in this work.
It was clarified that the proposals so far received was for IOT for IMS Applications, not the whole scope of the 3GPP system. It was argued that the process may be needed for non-IMS related applications at some time in the future, so the environment definitions should allow for this. There was some support for this, but it was also commented that there would need to be an IOT Work Item for every Feature that should be included in the tests, and not all Features and Applications are automatically included in IOT.

It was agreed that it will be left to the experts in the WGs (RAN5/CT1) to find an appropriate subject to use as a trial case for the IOT pilot work. A workshop will be held on this topic on 8th December 2005. For details see SP-050637.
