When a single MSISDN is allocated to the subscriber ("single numbering scheme"), the call establishment produre is handled as described in case b) of subclause 9.2.2. In the "call confirmed" message, however, two PLMN BC‑IEs are preceded by a repeat indicator "circular", with the first PLMN BC‑IE indicating the initial phase of the connection.
When the voice calls have been established, then the call is changed to the fax.The produre of changeover from voice to fax is as following:
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Figure 9.3.3/1 voice changed to fax by GMSC’S mapping signaling network model
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Figure 9.3.3/2 voice changed to fax by GMSC’S mapping signaling message flow
When the visited MSC Server received the codec modification signalling, it should check whether the mobile termination surpports the fax and changeover or not. If the mobile hasn't the ability of surpporting fax or changeover from voice to fax,the changeover produre is terminated; otherwise all the involved MSC servers will participate in the codec negotiation procedure.
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
