12.2.9.5 Procedure

The package is used to sychronize the announcement ID between the MGC and the MGW. When the MGC indicates the MGW with its announcement ID list, the MGW compare the MGC’s announcement content with its own announcement content, and generate a map of their announcement ID. The MGW may report the announcement ID list error to the MGC. After that, the MGC indicates the MGW to play a announcement with its own announcement ID.

The announcenment ID list is a string. Each announcement is in the same line, and include two items: Announcement ID, Announcement content.
The ABNF description of the gross structure of an announcement ID list speciafication is as follows:
