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Introduction

GSMA IREG PACKET thanks 3GPP TSG‑CT WG4 for their LS on “LS on Addressing for the Generic Access Network" in connection with discovering the Provisioning GANC‑SEGW and the Provisioning GANC (C4‑050924).

3GPP TSG‑CT WG4 asked GSMA IREG PACKET to consider the information presented in their LS and reserve the proposed two sub‑domains of ".3gppnetwork.org" as defined in C4-050924 for the purpose of discovering the addresses of the Provisioning GANC‑SEGW and the Provisioning GANC. 3GPP TSG‑CT WG4 also asked GSMA IREG PACKET to reserve two hostnames "psegw" and "pganc" for the Provisioning GANC‑SEGW and Provisioning GANC, respectively. 

Discussion

GSMA IREG PACKET has earlier discussed the general implications of UE initiated DNS queries towards the GRX DNS, such as it is the case when locating a PDG using a W-APN as well as in the case of discovering the Provisioning GANC‑SEGW and the Provisioning GANC. GSMA IREG PACKET is pleased to notice that the sub-domains of “.3gppnetwork.org” proposed by 3GPP TSG-CT WG4 adheres the GSMA IREG PACKET guidelines. 
Conclusion

GSMA IREG PACKET accepts the proposal from 3GPP TSG-CT WG4 and has reserved the two following sub-domains of “.3gppnetwork.org”:
· gan.mnc<MNC>.mcc<MCC>.3gppnetwork.org – this is to be used as the "Home network" realm in Network Access Identifiers in the Generic Access Network.

· gan.mnc<MNC>.mcc<MCC>.pub.3gppnetwork.org – this is to be used as the "Home network" domain name in Provisioning GANC‑SEGW and Provisioning GANC identifiers (which are defined to be fully qualified domain names).

Furthermore, GSMA IREG PACKET accepts and reserves the two hostnames "psegw" and "pganc" for the Provisioning GANC‑SEGW and Provisioning GANC, respectively.
