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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank CT6 for their LS on raising a potential issue regarding the handling of IMS Public Identities (IMPUs) in the ISIM.

SA2 would like to note that 23.228 defines the following structure for the relation of IMPUs and Service Profiles in the HSS:
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A Service Profile in the HSS mainly contains the list of Application Servers that need to be contacted for a particular SIP dialogue/transaction of the user. As such, the Service Profile concept is not visible to the UE. The Service Profile does not carry information about the services themselves, the services are implemented in the Application Servers. 

Consequently, regarding the ISIM, SA2 sees that there is no need to associate records within EFIMPU with a particular IMS service or service profile.

SA2 kindly asks CT6 to take the above clarification into account.
