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1. Overall Description:

In Stage 2 TS 23.228, it is indicated in section 4.7 as follows:
4.7
Multimedia Resource Function

The architecture concerning the Multimedia Resource Function is presented in Figure 4.7 below.

Tasks of the MRFP include the following:

-
Control of the bearer on the Mb reference point.

-
Provide resources to be controlled by the MRFC.

-
Mixing of incoming media streams (e.g. for multiple parties).

-
Media stream source (for multimedia announcements).

-
Media stream processing (e.g. audio transcoding, media analysis).

-
Floor Control (i.e. manage access rights to shared resources in a conferencing environment).

Triggered by Huawei’s contribution (C1-051534) which intends to add TTS and ASR as part of the MRFP functionalities, people questioned whether adding TTS and ASR is in line with SA2’s requirements for MRFP functionalities. So CT4 would like to ask SA2 for clarification and guidance.
CT4 would also like to inform SA2 that TISPAN has included TTS, IVR and voice mailbox capabilities as part of Mp functionalities in their “draft ETSI DES 03 058 V0.0.8”.
In a more general way, CT4 does not find as much stage 2 requirements for Mp and Mr reference point as enough for the basis for their stage 3 specification. 

CT4 has discussed the following basic functionalities of Mp interface but could not progress without the corresponding stage 2 clarification for the requirements:

· Capacity of Text To Speech functionality

· Capacity of Automatic Speech Recognition and Interactive Voice Response
· Multimedia interaction (e.g. playing video, video records) 
2. Actions:

To  SA2 group.

· ACTION 1: 
CT4 kindly asks SA2 to clarify the high level functionalities (such as described above) that may be optional or mandatory on the Mp interface.
· ACTION 2: 
CT4 also asks SA2 to comment if there is a lack of detailed procedure description between the Application Server and the MRFC in the case where the interaction between the AS and the MRFC is not only based on pure SIP and SDP signalling and if so, whether this will impact on the Mp interface specification.
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
