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1. Overall Description:

CT4 has been discussing the Operator Determined Barring for WLAN Direct IP Access and WLAN 3GPP IP Access. During these discussions, it came to notice of CT4 that the present stage 3 specification does not support the following use case:

The WLAN UE is camped on an (I-)WLAN hot spot, and has been granted a local IP address, based on the Direct IP Access (aka “Scenario 2”) authentication and authorization procedures. However, the user is precluded by subscription from all services except 3GPP IP access (i.e. the user is barred from local access to the internet and can only set up an I-WLAN tunnel to a PDG).

At present, it is possible to bar the user from Direct IP access only in such a way that the “Scenario 2“ authentication and authorization fails. However, this precludes the user camped on an (I)-WLAN hot spot from accessing any services, 3GPP or otherwise, since the authorization/authentication failure implies the WLAN AN will not grant the user a local IP address

However, the 3GPP TS 22.234 Requirements explicitly states that 

“It shall be possible to bar a subscriber from requesting direct Internet access from access points that are within the I-WLAN” and “It shall be possible to bar subscribers attached via an Interworking WLAN completely from the interworked service capabilities.”

Whilst it was further noted that there is currently no stage 2 requirement for this feature!
2. Actions:

To SA1 
ACTION: 


CT4 kindly request SA1 to provide input on the validity of the service requirement as described in the 2nd paragraph above.
CT4 also requests SA1 to provide guidance on whether we should consider the requirement for Release 6, Release 7 or both.
To SA2

ACTION: CT4 ask guidance on the following questions:
(1) Does the use case described above (limited service support from an I-WLAN hot spot) correspond to SA2's understanding of Operator Determined Barring for WLAN Direct IP Access?

(2) Do SA2 consider this to be a worthwhile feature, bearing in mind that it may be non-trivial to implement and for the operator to administrate?
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
