The Termination out-of-service procedure and the Termination Restoration procedure can only be used for the physical termination, and can not be used in the Mp interface.  All the other procedures can be inherited by the Mp interface.

MRFP Unavailable

The MRFC recognises that the MRFP is unavailable because the signalling connection is unavailable, the MRFP indicates the failure condition to all connected MRFC, or the MRFC recognises that the MRFP is not functioning correctly, or the MRFP indicates the maintenance locking condition to all concerned MRFC.
The detail procedure shall refer to the clause 10.1 of TS 23.205.

This procedure is used to indicate that the MRFP will go out of service or is maintenance locked.
The message content shall refer to the Table 16.27 of TS 23.205.
