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1. Introduction

The paper discussed the usage of topology descriptor in the Mc interface. 
2. Discussion
In the handover/relocation procedure of TS 23.205, the general call flow is the following:

(1) An existing context has two terminations.

 
(2) A new termination is added to the context.

  
(3) The topology of the context is changed to the initial state.

In the second step, when a new termination is added to the context, the context has three terminations with mesh topology. Because the default topology of the new termination is to connect with the existing termination in send and receive direction. That means the context is a conference bridge context in temporary.  A conference bridge resource is needed to insert into the context. Then in the third step, the topology of the context is changed to no mesh topology, and the conference bridge resource is removed.
It is not reasonable to use the conference bridge resource when handover/relocation. If it is implementation dependent, what’s a conference bridge context need be clarified.  The TS 23205 has defined that when three or more terminations are added in a context, the conference bridge context is created. No specific information is indicated from the MGC to the MGW to differ the two cases.
Otherwise, the TS 29.232 has defined that the change topology shall not be used for Multiparty bridge contexts. That means the change topology command will be fail in the third step of the handover/relocation procedure.
So it is not clear and conflicted.
To make the procedure more clarification and avoid inserting the conference bridge resource in the handover/relocation procedure, a solution is to combine the second and the third step of handover/relocation procedure into one H.248 command.  When a new handover termination is added in the context, the topology is changed simultaneously. The mesh topology and conference bridge context will not occur in temporary.
3. Proposal

It is proposal to clarify the usage of topology descriptor in the handover/relocation procedure, and a CR will be provided after.
