Inability to offer certain value added services

Similar to the issue in 4.3.4, simple value added services such as SMS Forwarding cannot be provided by a PLMN for their subscribers, as it would fail indefinitely when the subscriber is roaming outside of their HPLMN. This is also true for offering alternative delivery mechanisms to the MS e.g. delivering SMs over an IP connection (see 3GPP TS 23.204 [XX]).
