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1 Introduction
The TR is missing from the profile options that the UPDATE method shall be supported.
2 Discussions
During session establishment the use of UPDATE method is the only way to send a new SDP offer in arbitrary time. PRACK can be used as well but PRACK can be sent only to a received provisional response and it cannot be used in the backward direction i.e. from the direction of the called party toward the calling party.
Multiple SDP offer/answer exchange during session establishment can be necessary:

· For changing the media transport address used e.g. with the customized alerting tone service

· For allowing full interworking of mid-call codec modification/negotiation from CS side

· For using preconditions

· For separating of codec negotiation and bearer parameter exchange phases similarly to BICC (non fast forward tunneling cases)

3 Proposals
Change the definition of the SIP-I profile with the proposal below.
5.2.1.2
Support for UPDATE method

Editor's Note: ITU-T Rec. Q.1912.5 support of the UPDATE method requires investigation for all profiles including SIP-I.

SIP-I based Nc shall support the UPDATE SIP extension [RFC3311]. SIP-I based Nc endpoints shall indicate the support of the UPDATE method by including the UPDATE method name in the Allow header of the INVITE request and reliable responses.

SIP-I based Nc may also interoperate with endpoints that do not support or wish to use of the UPDATE method. If the UPDATE method is not in use by one of the endpoints, if applicable, the PRACK method can be used to transfer SDP offer.

Note: The PRACK method can be used to transfer SDP offer containing change of codec or bearer information or fulfilment of preconditions thus it can serve the same function as the UPDATE method. The PRACK method however is tied to provisional responses thus it cannot be sent in arbitrary time somewhat restricting it to be of a full equivalent of the UPDATE method. In addition, if the SDP answer is already sent in provisional response, the terminating end can send new SDP offer before answer (e.g. in case of customised alerting tone service) only via using the UPDATE method.
