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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank CT4 for their LS on ” Additions for support of Network-Initiated QoS”, wherein CT4 expresses concerns regarding the specification of  the Network Requested Secondary PDP Context Activation Procedure as specified in the CR 23.060-558rev3. CT4 asks SA2 to clarify the use of Corr-ID and give some use cases.
The Network Requested Secondary PDP Context Activation Procedure consists of the following steps:

1. The GGSN initiates the procedure with an Initiate PDP Context Activation message to the SGSN
2. The SGSN sends a Request Secondary PDP Context Activation message to the UE.
3. The UE triggers the Secondary PDP Context  Activation procedure.

In step 1 the GGSN assigns the Corr-ID and associates it with the Initiate PDP Context Activation Request and with the saved PDP Context record. The Corr-ID is included in the Initiate PDP Context Activation Request and echoed back by the SGSN in the Create PDP Context Request (Note that the Corr-ID is not sent end-to-end between the GGSN and the UE, but is handled by the SGSN such that the Corr-ID is substituted by the TI over the Radio Interface in step 2). When receiving Activate Secondary PDP Context Request from the UE in step 3, the SGSN can link the received TI to the exact Corr-ID, which will be in turn sent in Create PDP Context Request to the GGSN.  When the Corr-ID is received by the GGSN, it is used to correlate the newly activated PDP Context with the Initiate PDP Context Activation Request sent earlier and with the saved PDP Context record. 
In a case of BCM being set to network initiated and to handle the case when the GGSN has more than one outstanding Initiate PDP Context Activation Request at any time for the same UE, the Corr-ID is required to separate the multiple ongoing procedures. Further, in such a case, an erroneous UE implementation may try to activate a secondary PDP Context, and the Corr-ID would be useful to sort out the error case. A pure UE initiated secondary PDP context activation procedure would not have a corresponding Corr-ID. 

The conclusion from SA2 is that:
-
the use case presented above clarifies the use and the need for the Corr-ID to be included in the Network Requested Secondary PDP Context Activation Procedure as specified in the CR 23.060-558rev3 (and CR 23.060-589r2 handled at this meeting that further clarified the procedure).
Furthermore, it was noted by CT4 that the naming convention used for the messages and for the parameters is not very informative and not in alignment with other messages/parameters used in GPRS. SA2 has re‑worked the naming used for the new messages and new parameters and made an effort to make improvements to its best knowledge (CR 23.060-589r2). Further, the Corr-id has been renamed to Correlation-ID.
2. Actions:

CT4:
Implement the necessary changes in the stage 3 protocol specifications to support Network-Initiated QoS taking CR 23.060-589r2 into account.
