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1. Overall Description:

In their meeting #34 CT4 have discussed the potential technical enhancement and improvement that could be achieved by adding the subscriber’s identities (IMSI and MSISDN) to the MAP-Check-IMEI message which is sent by MSC and SGSN to the EIR. Having the subscriber’s identity available at the EIR would allow meaningful maintenence alarms to be issued by the EIR in addition to or instead of by the MSC/SGSN when the IMEI is checked black listed.
During the discussion concerns have been raised indicating that disclosure of IMEI / IMSI / MSISDN correlations to the EIR may potentially be the source of security threats, especially when the EIR belong to a visited PLMN.

CT4 asks SA3 group to clarify whether addition on IMSI and MSISDN to the MAP-Check-IMEI message would be acceptable from a security point of view.
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
