7.X Non-3GPP access
User identification in non-3GPP accesses is based on use of an NAI that is defined in IETF RFC 4282 [4]. 

User identification in non-3GPP accesses shall follow 3GPP TS 23.003 [5] and derive a home network realm and a root NAI from an IMSI. Decorated NAI, Fast Re-authentication identities and Temporary Identities shall also follow TS 23.003 [5].

Non-3GPP accesses that are able to follow user identification principles defined for 3GPP I-WLAN in TS 23.003 [5] shall apply said principles. 
A NAI for user identity shall be of the form user@homerealm.example.net. The domain part shall contain the home realm unless configured otherwise.
