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1. Overall Description:

TSG CT WG4 likes to thank SA2 for the LS (S2-072225/C4-070753) on “MBMS related misalignment between 23.246 and 29.060”. 
3GPP TS 29.060, subclause 9.3 “Protocol Stack” reads:

· Path Protocol defines the path and the GTP-U header defines the tunnel. Several tunnels may be multiplexed on a single path.
Therefore, a path is identified only by two endpoint IP addresses. That’s the reason that in all Path Management message (e.g. Echo Request / Response) headers the TEID value is set to all 0’s. 
CT4 has clarified the usage of the Path Management for MBMS in CR0655r1 (C4-070802) to TS 29.060, which is attached.
CT4 would like to confirm that non-zero values for TEIDs cannot be used in Path Management messages. Therefore, SGSN does not need to know TEID-U of the SGSN for the MBMS user plane path management.
