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	In TR 29.802 clause 5.2.3.5.1 it is stated that support of unspecified connection address for Nc interface is FFS

In IETF drafts references to the use of an unspecified connection address appear to have been discredited (see for example RFC 3725). Further study is required for solutions to the bearer establishment methods and it is recommended to avoid the use of unspecified connection address.

In TR 29.802 clause 5.2.3.5.2 for Interworking to external SIP-I networks three options are proposed for the receipt of an INVITE with unspecified connection address; the TR does not differentiate between an initial INVITE or a re-INVITE. The three options are to reject the INVITE, seize a Gateway MGW and insert this address into subsequent INVITE, or forward the unspecified connection address to the succeeding node.

As there may be external implementations for Call Hold where unspecified connection address was used (prior to deprecation by IETF or non-compliance to Q.1950) it may be pertinent to support receipt of an unspecified connection address in re-INVITE, however as it is not permitted to defer the MGW selection at the network border from an external network the second option shall be adopted (selection of MGW at the network border). As there is no reason for receiving an initial INVITE without a connection address from an external SIP-I network this should be gracefully rejected (error returned).

No signalling of unspecified connection address from the external network on the Nc interface shall be supported as this is against the 3GPP architecture (creates a CMN node).
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	The use of unspecificed connection address is generally not recommended by IETF and alternative mechanisms should be considered. Any procedures such as deferred MGW selection should endeavour to make use of alternative solutions rather than unspecified connection address.

The normative specifications for Interworking of SIP-I Nc to external networks shall handle the receipt of an Initial INVITE with unspecified connection address as an error. Receipt of a re-INVITE with unspecified connection address may optionally be accepted but the Interworking MGW shall insert its address and not forward the INVITE onto the Nc interface.

The support of an unspecified connection address in SDP using SIP-I based Nc is FFS.

5.2.3.5.2
Requirements for interworking with external SIP-I networks

In Q.1912.5 Profile C support of INVITE with unspecified connection address is implied by reference to offer/answer procedures as described in RFC 3264. However Q.1912.5 Profile C does not describe specific applications of this address. Applications of SIP-I in external networks may mandate INVITE with specified connection address in all cases (e.g. NICC ND1017:2006/07 [71]). Three Alternatives exist currently if an external SIP-I network does permit sending of SDP Offers with unspecified connection address (otherwise Clause 5.2.3.5.1 applies):

The following are several possible options for SDP with an unspecified address. Further investigation is required to determine the final approach.

Alternative 1:

-
A GMSC-S, which receives an INVITE request with unspecified connection address shall seize a MGW and insert its own connection address in INVITE request to the succeeding 3GPP Node and in response back to the external SIP-I network.

Alternative 2:

-
A GMSC-S, which receives an INVITE with unspecified connection address, shall forward the INVITE to the succeeding 3GPP node. The handling of the unspecified connection address at the terminating node is for further study.

Alternative 3:

-
A GMSC-S receiving a SIP INVITE request with unspecified connection address shall consider the INVITE request as erroneous and reject the call accordingly.

Conclusions
