Mechanisms for transfer of defined service data between Application server and HSS


6.1 Introduction
Application data for IMS today is defined as being ‘Transparent’. Transparency in this case refers to the fact that the HSS, and the Sh interface, do not semantically understand the data just syntactically how to deal with its entirety. Because the current Sh standard supports only one ServiceData per repository data, read / update / subsrcription / notification can only be operated on an entire block of repository data. This section will identify mechanisms for the transfer of service data descriptions to Application Servicers over Sh interface.
