Impacts on Overlap Address
In Figure 12.x.1 shows the procedure of overlap address.
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Figure 12.x.1 The procedure of overlap address
MSC-A cannot get enough number information about the PSTN user, and it will get the remnant information from the later SAM(s). So when MSC-B receives the INVITE request, it cannot transfer the request, but send a 484 response (address incomplete). When MSC-A receive the 484 response, it will not release the session but await SAM, After receiving SAM MSC-A send the INVITE request again. 
There might be more than one SAM, that means there might be more than two INVITE requests in one session. It’s difficult to associate these related INVITE requests and corresponding responses. An appropriate approach to avoid this issue is replacing subsequent INVITE requests with INFO messages as shown in Figure 12.x.2.
