1.  Introduction

At the last SA2 meeting, the UE requested bearer activation procedure has been agreed and included in TS 23.402. This document proposes to introduce the description of the signalling procedure between the UE and the MME which needs to be standardized in CT1.
2.  Discussion

The bearer resource allocation procedure can be initiated by the UE in order to request a dedicated bearer establishment or modification. The flow of the procedure is depicted in the following figure (from TS 23.401).
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The information provided by the UE in the request includes the requested QoS and the TFT to which the request refers to. If accepted by the network, the procedure invokes a dedicated bearer activation or modification procedure.

Note that it is still under discussion in SA2 if the UE can request a connection to a specific PDN including APN information in the request.
This procedure has impacts on the CT4 specification: S11 and S5/S8a reference points shall support the messages needed to establish it.
