Section 5.3.8.4 of the latest TS 23.402 (v1.2.1) describes in detail the “HSS initiated detach procedure”. 

On the other hand, section 6.1.4.1.3 of the latest TR 29.803 (v0.4.0) describing “Detach procedure” for S6a interface is limited to description of the messages exchanged and does not specify a detailed procedure.
Proposed change
This contribution proposes to align TR 29.803 on TS 23.401 by adding a new subclause to section 6.1.4.1.3 specifying the details of the detach procedure.

6.1.4.1.3 Detach Procedures

6.1.4.1.3.1 Cancel Location

This message is used for HSS-initiated Detach procedure.

The parameters for Cancel Location message are, but not exclusively, listed as below:

-  IMSI;

-  Cancellation Type;

6.1.4.1.3.2 Cancel Location Acknowledge

This message is only used for HSS-initiated Detach procedure.

The parameters for Cancel Location Acknowledge message are, but not exclusively, listed as below:

-  IMSI;
6.1.4.1.3.3 Detailed Procedure
The HSS-Initiated Detach procedure is initiated by the HSS. The HSS uses this procedure for operator-determined purposes to request the removal of a subscriber's MM contexts and EPS Bearer(s) at the MME.
When the HSS want to request the immediate deletion of a subscriber's MM contexts and EPS Bearers, the HSS shall send a Cancel Location (IMSI, Cancellation Type) message to the MME with Cancellation Type set to Subscription Withdrawn. 
When the MME has deleted the subscriber’s MM contexts it confirms deletion of the subscriber’s MM contexts and EPS Bearer(s) by sending a Cancel Location Ack (IMSI) message to the HSS.
