	This feature is applicable to the UDR / UDA and SNR / SNA command pairs. If both the HSS and the AS support this feature and if multiple subscriptions to notifications are associated with a Public User Identity, the HSS may combine the notifications for multiple Data References and Service Indications into a single notification message. Similarly the User Data Request / Answer will allow multiple data references and Service Indications and Identity Sets.  The User Data Answer will be able to combine DataReference items resulting in the User Data Answer contents including a single XML document with the separable XML sections populated.

Additionally, this feature is used to advertise the support for SNR/SNA for IMSPublicIdentities (see TS 29.328[1] table 7.6.1 ).
If the HSS does not support this feature, then the AS shall not be able to subscribe to be notifed of any changes to IMSPublicIdentities.
If the AS does not support this feature, no special default behaviour is required for the HSS.
