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Introduction

This document describes the interaction with call forwarding service in 3G CS domain. We propose to update the following text into the TR 29.882 v0.2.0.
Discussion

Figure 5.2.2.1 of TR 29.882 v0.2.0 shows call phases for the establishment, switch and release of the legs. The corresponding call flows are described in the sub-part of Section 8.1. The following call flow describes the call forwarding scenario in a case where the MSC-B establishes the leg towards the CAT Server in the switch architecture.

This call flow shows the call forwarding service where the MSC-B establishes the leg toward the CAT Server. After CFNRy or UDUB status, the first CAT content is turned off and the new CAT content from the second called party is delivered to the calling party. For the start and release of H.245 negotiation, the parameters for the CAT subscription information are needed.
In Figure xx (a), after alerting CFNRy and UDUB at Step 19, MSC-B1 releases the CAT service, sends a CPG message with CAT inband info ‘0’. MSC-A delivers a Progress message with Progress Indicator = CAT inband info ‘0’ to UE-A.

Figure xx (b) shows call forwarding procedure through MSC-B1. After disconnection of CAT service from CAT Server B1, MSC-B1 forwards a call to MSC-B2 for communications with UE-B2. At Step 33 and 35, the subscription information such as CAT inband info ‘1’ is delivered from MSC-B2 to MSC-A and UE-A through MSC-B1, and CAT service is provided from CAT Server B2 in which UE-B2 subscribes CAT service. The remained call procedure is same as the nominal call procedure.

Steps from 1 to 18
Normal mobile terminating call procedure. 
Editor’s Note

For H.245 negotiation, the CAT inband info which means the CAT service is available are contained in the messages at Step 11 and 12. The CAT inband info value can be encoded as a new value in the OBCI parameter.
Steps from 19 to 23
After alerting a user’s status at Step 18 and 19, the CAT service is released and the subscription information or indication for CAT_OFF is delivered to UE-A.

For H.245 negotiation, the CAT inband info which means the CAT service is not available are contained in the messages at Step 23 and 13. The CAT inband info value can be encoded as a new value in the OBCI parameter.
Steps from 24 and 25
Release H.245 negotiation and a CAT service is released.

Steps from 26 to 32 
MSC-B1 requests a connection with MSC-B2. 

Steps from 33 to 35
After connection with CAT Server B2, CAT_flag_on for new CAT contents from CAT Server B2 is delivered.

Steps from 26 to 51
Call setup procedure between UE-A and UE-B2.
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UE-B’s CAT subscription info is needed at Step 22 & 23 for notifying CAT_OFF
