7.2.1
Triggering methods

One or several marks, e.g. specific OSSS code(s), are configured in the HLR on a per subscriber's record to indicate support of audio or/and multimedia CAT-A and CAT-B services. 

CAT-B Server may be connected by the GMSC or by the originating MSC if in the HPLMN of the called party (exclusive) upon they interrogate the HLR and get the specific OSSS code which indicates the called party has subscribed the CAT service. When the called party is alerting, the CAT-B is triggered.
