General Description

Editor’s note: This subclause will contain the general description of PMIPv6 in EPS.
In order to provide mobility management function in the EPS, PMIPv6 as defined in draft-ietf-netlmm-proxymip6 [x1] is used over S2a, S2b, S5, S8 reference points. PMIPv6 is a netwrok-based mobility management protocol and is based on Mobile IPv6 defined in RFC 3775 [x2]. 

There are some extension functions for PMIPv6, which are also applied in the EPS to provide full-scale mobility and tunnel management, e.g. IPv4 supported defined in draft-ietf-netlmm-pmip6-ipv4-support [x3], GRE tunnel supported defined in draft-muhanna-netlmm-grekey-option[x4], binding revocation defined in draft-muhanna-mip6-binding-revocation [x5], etc.
