1. Reason for Change
During Tracking Area Update/Handover with MME/SGSN and Serving GW Change procedure, the source MME/SGSN needs to know whether the new MME/SGSN has selected a new Serving GW. Only if the new MME/SGSN has selected a new Serving GW, the source MME/SGSN can delete the bearer in the source Serving GW by sending a Delete Bearer Request message. 
It has been agreed in SA2 that in TAU  with Serving GW change procedure, a Serving GW change indication is sent to the old MME in the Context ACK message if the new MME has selected a new Serving GW, in Handover with Serving GW Change procedure, a Serving GW change indication is sent to the old MME/SGSN in the Forwarding Relocation Response message if the new MME/SGSN has selected a new Serving GW.  
2. Proposal

It is proposed to define Serving GW Indication IE in 3GPP TS 29.274.
