The S6b reference point is defined between the 3GPP AAA Server and the PDN GW. The definition of the reference point and its functionality is given in 3GPP TS 23.402 [x]. 

The H2 reference point is defined between the 3GPP AAA Server and the HA. The definition of the reference point and its functionality is given in 3GPP TS 23.327 [z].

Note: In the context of DSMIPv6 the procedures described in this specificatoin apply to both S6b and H2.
