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1. Reason for Change
Part of the Tunnel Management messages for the bearer modification procedures across S11 interface were specified in the TR 29.803. Namely, subclause 6.2.9.3.1.7 “MME initiated Update Bearer Request” and subclause 6.2.9.3.1.8 “Update Bearer Response sent to MME” specify modification procedure for the initial attach. The content of these subclauses should be copied into TS 29.274, but the message type should be made generic: Update Bearer Request / Response. 
2. Proposal

This paper offers the following differences to the text in subclauses 6.2.9.3.1.7 “MME initiated Update Bearer Request” and subclause 6.2.9.3.1.8 “Update Bearer Response sent to MME” of TR 29.060v0.6.2:

1. The titles were shortened.

2. Subtitles were added.

3. The text was restructured and aligned to GTPv1 layout.

4. Tables listing the IE replaced the simple list of the IEs.

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 29.274v0.1.0.

The MME shall conditionally include MME S11 Address for Control Plane IE and MME S11 TEID for Control Plane IE in Update Bearer Request message. The new MME includes these IEs after the TAU procedure. The MME does not include these IE in Update Bearer Request message, which immediately follows Create Default Bearer Request / Response messages.

The MME shall include one eNB S1-U Address for User Plane IE and eNB S1-U TEID for User Plane IE pair in Update Bearer Request message. 
Editor’s note: The case of shared eNB is FFS.

The MME may include Operation indication IE in Update Bearer Request message. The IE is used to inform SGW whether the SGW should continue forwarding the message to the PGW or not.
Editor’s note: Usage of the Operation Indication is FFS.
The MME may include Private Extension IE in Update Bearer Request message.
