Trigger points in the call  

Editor's Note:
This sub-clause will describe when CAT may be generated during the call setup.

The terminating MSC server shall trigger the called party’s CAT service if the call party has subscribed the CAT service, and the service is activated. During paging time to UE-B, MSC-B sends a message with inband info available simultaneously. In this triggering method, MSC-B knows UE-B’s status and controls the CAT-B server. So, MSC-B can easily decide to play CAT during the alerting phase. The inband info available indication is delivered to UE-A for H.245 negotiation between UE-A and CAT server. CAT is played.
If GMSC and the originating MSC are separated, the ACM or CPG message with inband info available is delivered from GMSC to the originating MSC.
