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Introduction
This document describes the parameter for CAT inband information available in the multimedia call of CS domain. We describe some questions and reasons about the parameter and propose to reflect on TR 29.882.
Discussion

1. It has been proposed that OBCI can be used to deliver information for UE-B status and availability from T-MSC to O-MSC. 

2. As described in C4-080975, one field in OBCI (A field) is mentioned. However, it is difficult to deliver the exact meanings such session open, session reopen and session closed for a service to a calling party in the multimedia call. Because the inband info indicator in OBCI can be already used for other purposes in network, it is difficult to know the exact use when the parameter comes.
For example, 

· The inband info indicator (A field) in OBCI could have been used for other uses such as announcement, CAMEL based services.
· In cases that a user subscribes the CAT service in UE-B, sets up a call forwarded to UE-C in which the CAT service is not subscribed or other supplementary services are subscribed, and the inband info indicator in OBCI are used in these services, it is difficult to decide the exact use of the parameter.
· Also, it is difficult to provide the supplementary service which needs session open and reopen.
3. In the deployed cases, an operator has commercialized CAT service using Event Information. However, this parameter is not used for session (re)open in the case of the complicated service.
