Fallback to GTPv1 mechanism
Although EPC nodes are expected to support GTPv2 only, there may be scenarios (e.g., 3G interworking) where a fallback to GTPv1 may be necessary. 
A GTPv2 entity shall fallback to GTPv1 only if it receives a "Version Not Supported" message in GTPv1 format as specified in 3GPP TS 29.060 [4]. The Stage 2 spec 3GPP TS 23.401 [3] defines the cases when a GTPv2 entity shall fallback to GTPv1. A GTPv2 entity shall not fallback to GTPv1 unless those cases are true. 
Editor’s note: Stage 3 needs to verify that fallback cases in Stage 2 are clearly defined.
