Result-Code and Experimental-Result Values
6.4.1
General
This section defines new result code values that must be supported by all Diameter implementations that conform to this specification.
6.4.2
Success

Result codes that fall within the Success category are used to inform a peer that a request has been successfully completed.

6.4.2.1
DIAMETER_SUCCESS (2001)
The Request was successfully completed.
Editor’s note: It is FFS to determine whether the success code from the diameter base protocol is enough, or it is needed to define an application-specific success code.
6.4.3
Permanent Failures
Errors that fall within the Permanent Failures category are used to inform the peer that the request failed, and should not be attempted again. When one of the result codes defined here is included in a response, it shall be inside an Experimental-Result AVP and the Result-Code AVP shall be absent.
6.4.3.1

DIAMETER_ERROR_USER_UNKNOWN (xxxx)

This Result-Code is sent by the HSS to indicate that the user identified by the User Name is unknown

6.4.3.2

DIAMETER_ERROR_UNKNOWN_EPS_SUBSCRIPTION (xxxx)

This Result-Code is sent by the HSS to indicate that no EPS subscription is associated with the IMSI.

6.4.3.3

DIAMETER_ERROR_RAT_NOT_ALLOWED (xxxx)

This Result-Code is sent by the HSS to indicate that all RATs supported by the MME are not allowed for the IMSI.

6.4.3.4

DIAMETER_ERROR_ROAMING_NOT_ALLOWED (xxxx)

This Result-Code is sent by the HSS to indicate that the subscriber is not allowed to roam within the MME area.
6.4.3.5
DIAMETER_ERROR_TOO_MUCH_DATA (xxxx)

The volume of the data pushed to the receiving entity exceeds its capacity.
6.4.3.6
DIAMETER_ERROR_NOT_SUPPORTED_USER_DATA (xxxx)

The MME informs HSS that the received subscription data contained information which was not recognised or supported.

6.4.3.7
DIAMETER_ERROR_FEATURE_UNSUPPORTED (xxxx)

A request application message was received indicating that the origin host requests that the command pair would be handled using a feature which is not supported by the destination host.
