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1. Overall Description:

SA2 has specified a CS fallback functionality for 1xRTT access (refer to the agreed document S2-084280 attached to this liaison).

SA2 made the assumption that the E-UTRAN provides control information (e.g. an indication from the E-UTRAN when the UE is in connected state or an indication over the broadcast channel) that causes the UE to trigger 1xCS pre-registration or re-registration.

With the definition of the CS fallback functionality for 1xRTT, the existing S102 functionality is impacted in two ways:

1) the S102 session becomes long-lived (similar to the S101 session supporting the UE's pre-registration with the HRPD access network), and

2) the S102 protocol needs to support a procedure for S102 tunnel redirection in case of MME change. This is again similar to the S101 tunnel redirection procedure that was agreed in the same meeting (for information refer to the agreed document S2-084336).

2. Actions:

SA2 kindly requests RAN2 to confirm the feasibility of E-UTRAN functionality as described above and to consider initiating the specification work.

To CT4:

SA2 kindly requests CT4 to take a note of the extended S102 protocol functionality due to support for CS fallback with 1xRTT.
