GTT is defined in TS 23.205, where support for CTM over the Radio Access interface is terminated in the Access MGW. Options for the Core network are as follows:

i) use default PCM (with no jitter buffer management etc) which allows all inband signalling.

ii) Permit compressed codecs but then would rely on support of Text Telephony package and Call Type Descriminator package which, although included in the Mc profile are not fully specified (no call type detection event procedure) and can only be an option, therefore option i) must be required anyway.

iii) Use IETF RTP Payload Type for TTY – this requires that SIP-I nodes know that TTY call may be used otherwise needs to be signalled as an "auxiliary payload type" like DTMF and then relies again on call type descrimination to switch from speech payload to TTY payload type.

Given the low percentage and frequency of text telephony traffic it does not justify support of complex mechanisms or additional signalling and therefore simple support of default PCM codec when text telephony is indicated (received via Ue in SETUP or CALL CONFIRMED) shall be specified.
