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1. Introduction 
Requirements and procedures for Message Conference have been clarified on Mp interface in the Clauses 5.8, 5.9, 5.11.2, 6.2.7 and 8 of 3GPP TS 23.333 until the last meeting. Thus time is ripe to start wok on the stage 3 procedures, as already agreed in the related work item. The requirements include:
· Basic requirements, including communication among participants simultaneously, creating/ releasing resources for users to join/leave an existing conference.
· Play message.
· Message storage.
· Message filtering.
· Message statistics.
The Basic requirements need no new packages. It is evident that further work on the H.248 packages will be needed for the other requirements:

(1) With regard to  “Play message”, further work on the H.248 packages is needed and a there is another paper discussing whether a new package needs to be defined.

(2) With regard to “Message storage”, further work on the H.248 packages is needed and a there is another paper discussing whether a new package needs to be defined. 
(3) With regard to “Message filtering”, a new package needs to be defined. 
(4) With regard to “Message statistics”, reporting the statistics in ways with and without quotas are required, so a new package or packages need to be defined.
This contribution aims to get an agreement in CT4 to send ITU-T SG16 LS to ask for those further packages work. 
2. Advantages of Performing work directly in CT4

CT4 can design packages that exactly match the requirements in TS 23.333. However, ITU-T SG16 would not be bound by 23.333 requirements and could design packages that either do not satisfy all requirements or contain additional procedures not required by 3GPP.

3. Advantages of Performing work in ITU-T SG16

Sending the exactly requirements in TS 23.333 to ITU-T SG16, the packages defined in ITU-T SG16 will be available in more implementations, allowing operators to choose from more products. Furthermore, there may be demand for them outside 3GPP.
The next SG16 meeting is 25-29th August, (immediately after the CT4 meeting) thus if the requirements are communicated to SG16 in time, they can immediately start work on a solution and then communicate this back to CT4. 

A situation where 3GPP and ITU-T develop different solutions for the same problem should be avoided in order to avoid hat the market is split.
4. Proposals

1. ITU-T SG16 should be asked via LS if they are willing to perform this work and if they are able to complete it early enough for CT4 to endorse the work in the Rel-8 timeframe.
2. If 1. is not accepted, CT4 shall define the H.248 packages required to support Message Conference clarified on Mp interface in the Clauses 5.8, 5.9, 5.11.2, 6.2.7 and 8 of 3GPP TS 23.333.
