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1. Reason for Change
Section 7.4 under PMIP based S5 and S8 procedure mentions ‘PDN GW initiated bearer deactivations’.
However, looking closely at 23.401 and 23.402, it seems there cannot be any ‘PDN GW initiated bearer deactivation’ procedure for PMIP based interface. The logic is, PDN-GW does not have bearer knowledge in case of PMIP based interface. Again, as mentioned in the spec, bearer deactivation is achieved by binding revocation procedure. Whereas binding revocation is used for PDN-disconnection procedure. Section 5.4.5.2 of 23.402 specified more details in this regard.

Thus it is believed that the procedure should be ‘PDN GW initiated PDN-disconnection procedure’.
2. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 29.275.
