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1. Introduction

This document discusses the issue of the S-CSCF recognize the re-registration of a user as an initial registration due to recovery after failure. 
2. Discussion
When restarted after failure, the S-CSCF assigned for the user may receive the re-registration request from the UE. At this time there is no user related data in the S-CSCF due to failure recovery, so the S-CSCF regards the registration request as an initial registration. After that, the S-CSCF will send SAR to the HSS to request user profile, with indicating that it is an initial registration. 
When the HSS receives the SAR request indicating as an initial registration from the S-CSCF, it may do:
1) Check the registration status of the user, according to the implementation, and may regard the SAR request is not a valid one, due to it is mentioned as an initial registration but the user is registered in HSS.
2) Or, download the service profile to the S-CSCF, but the IFCs are related to an un-registered user. 
The analyses above imply that it may cause some problems in current restoration solutions. If the HSS regards the registration is not a valid one, the UE’s re-registration will fail. Or, if the HSS downloads IFCs related to un-registered user, it will trigger wrong service in the S-CSCF.

3. Proposal
It is proposed to take the issue above into consideration and make sure whether it is needed to correct this problem.
