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1. Introduction
This document provides missing information for the H.248 profile specification.
2. Reason for Change
There are not any NAT devices defined for the CS CN, IMS and 3GPP IP-CAN. The TrGW may thus basically assume the absence of remote NAT devices. NAT traversal support by the TrGW would be then consequently not required.

It is proposed to state this assumption in the profile, complemented by some text about the rationale behind.
