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1. Introduction
This document provides missing information for the H.248 profile specification.
2. Reason for Change
Detection of hanging H.248 terminations is a beneficial tool with regards to the identification of possible failure cases in the H.248 bearer-path. It is however proposed to postpone that capability to a next profile version due to the short remaining time of 3GPP R8.

It is proposed to anchor a placeholder for hanging termination detection in the profile.

Hanging Termination Detection

Detection of hanging H.248 terminations is not supported by this profile version.
For the correct operation of a TrGW, synchronization of termination information between the IBCF and TrGW is essential for traffic, maintenance and charging purposes. In some cases, the IBCF may have lost a record of a termination but the termination is not subtracted on TrGW. The hangterm/ thb event defined in ITU-T Recommendation H.248.36 [24] may be used to solve this problem. After a period of message inactivity the TrGW may issue a periodic Notify command on the concerned termination and the IBCF may use this to check if it has a record of the termination or not. The time period for this Notify may be parameter driven. Optionally the hangterm/thb event may result in an audit of MGCinfo/db property in order to determine the MGC information string.
