Echo Request

A GTP-C entity may send an Echo Request to find out if the peer entity is alive. When and how often an Echo Request message may be sent, or if it should be sent only when a GTP-C entity has not received any GTP message on the GTP-C path for a specific time, is implementation specific. Table 7.1.1 specifies the information elements included in the Echo Request message.


The optional Private Extension contains vendor or operator specific information.
