The figure 7.3-1 describes a procedure of a short message is filtered based on called user’s configuration, such as a called user would not like to receive the message including some certain words.

The details of the flows are as follows:

1-2 as normal short message flow

3 SM-SC initials an interrogation to originating VSAS to get the information about calling user and called user’s subscription of VAS4SMS service.

4 originating VSAS queries terminating VSAS what service features the called user has subscribed

5 terminating VSAS returns the called user’s subscription info

6 originating VSAS feeds back the subscription status of calling user and called user

7 As knowing that called user has subscribed the message filter service feature (in message 5), originating VSAS requests called user’s service data from terminating VSAS 

8 terminating VSAS sends back response with the filter condition (e.g. some filtering words)  

9-10 if the original short message has been filtered based on the filter condition, originating VSAS shall send a report to notify SC that the delivery of the message is successful or fail, which shall depend on system or called user’s configuration.

11-12 SC sends out a delivery report
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
